Course Description:  1st year Spanish course designed for 8th grade. (Students move on to 

Spanish II by recommendation only.)  Students will  use the Spanish text, Compañeros. This 

text builds vocabulary and pronunciation by providing a vocabulary base and 

conversational sentence patterns. Students will expand their knowledge of Spanish by 

exploring the culture and civilization of Mexico.

Materials:  Students will need their planner and pencil.

Key Concepts of Understanding:  Language objectives focus on using practical 

vocabulary/grammar and participation in dialogues. This class emphasizes the National 

Standards for the study of world languages: Communication (engaging in conversation 

about self and others); Cultures (understanding the relationship between practices and 

perspectives of Spanish culture and their own); Connections (acquiring information, 

reinforcing their knowledge of other disciplines, and recognizing the distinctive viewpoints 

that are only available through the study of a foreign language and its cultures); 

Comparisons (comparing the nature of the Spanish language and the concept of culture 

with their own); and Communities (the goal is for students to take the Spanish they've 

learned outside of the classroom and use it in their everyday experiences).  p 9 Standards

Major Performances of Understanding ( i.e. assessments, projects, etc.):  Assessments will be 

varied; oral and written assignments, quizes and tests, projects and cultural activities.

First Semester: Unit 1 - lessons 1-5: greetings; names, people and letters; family, numbers, 

age; the body and illnesses; clothing and weather.
