
Course Description:  

Impact Mathematics  was selected as a recourse in 2007 to address the state mandates in 

middle school and prepare students for high school mathematics.  In Course 1 students will 

be actively participating in the classroom.  They will be asked not only to solve problems 

but also to explain their thinking.  They will  to communicate their thinking using 

mathematical vocabulary.  Students will learn basic mathematical skills along with basic 

concepts in Algebra.  In addition students will be engaged in hands-on discovery activities 

continuing the work accomplished in Everyday Math .

Students need to have a folder with clips and pockets, loose leaf filler paper, pencils and a 

red pen.  On occasion throughout the year they will also be asked to bring colored pencils, 

a compass, ruler and protractor.
