Second Semester: Continued reinforcement on all techniques from first semester, two 

performances, several individual playing assessments, optional solo & ensemble festival.

TENTATIVE COURSE SCHEDULE

Grading Policy:  Students will receive a daily grade for bringing all materials to class and performing 

adequately within the group. They will also receive a grade for attendance and performance at each 

concert as well as individual assessments done by the instructor.

Major Performances of Understanding ( i.e. assessments, projects, etc.): Students will be evaluated 

individually at least twice per marking period. They will also have four performances.
