concepts of Numbers and Operations, Algebra, Measurement, Geometry, and Data & 

Probability.



The homework, quizzes, 

and notebook quizzes are each worth 50 points, with the chapter test worth 100 points. 

Most Marking periods cover more than one chapter. 

Major Performances of Understanding ( i.e. assessments, projects, etc.): quizzes, tests, notebook 

quizzes, homework.

Homework Policy:  Homework is graded based on completion and student effort. Late 

assignments are accepted with a 50% reduction in point value. 

First Semester: Working with variables and expressions, formulas, distributive property, adding, subtracting, multiplying, and dividing with negative numbers.  Plotting points, understanding and describing rates, speed and slope.

Second Semester:  Working with expressions, solving equations, similarity, ratios and proportions, interpreting graphs, and working with data and probability.
