Course Name:  Course II Impact Mathematics Grade:  7th Grade

Course Description:  In seventh grade math students will learn mathematics that is based on the 

Grade 7 Content Expectations as written by the State of Michigan and adopted by the Bay City Public 

Schools.  The focus of the Grade 7 content expectations are the following:  Number and Operations, 

Measurement, Geometry, Algebra, and Data and Probability.

Materials:  Text:  Impact Mathematics Course II by Glencoe,  1 inch three-ring binder filled with paper,  

pencil,  a correcting pen, planner, tab dividers, a three pronged folder with two pockets, and a scientific 

calculator.

Key Concepts of Understanding:  Understand derived quantities, Understand and solve problems 

involving rates, ratios, and proportions, Recognize irrational numbers, Compute with rational numbers, 

Understand and apply directly proportional relationships and relate to linear relationships, Understand 

and represent linear functions, Understand and solve problems about inversely proportional 

relationships, Apply basic properties of real numbers in algebraic contexts, Combine algebraic 

expressions and solve equations, Draw and construct geometric objects, Understand the concept of 

similar polygons, and solve related problems, Represent and interpret data, Compute statistics about 

data sets.

First Semester:  Working with Variables and Expressions, formulas, Distributive Property, adding, 

subtracting, multiplying, and dividing with negative  numbers.  Plotting points, understanding and 

describing rates, speed and slope.

Second Semester:  Working with expressions, solving equations, similarity, ratios and proportions, 

interpreting graphs, and working with data and probability.
