Course Description: This course completes a solid foundation in number and arithmetic
and begins informal algebra development. Two-dimensional geometry, statistical
displays and measures of center, and basic probability concepts are also emphasized.
Impact math is a balance between exploratory, problem-centered investigations and
direct instruction. Important topics are revisited over time with greater depth and more
formality.

Key Concepts of Understanding: The skills promoted through this course include
mathematical thinking and understanding, building computational skills, communicating
ideas and thinking behind processes. Students' learning will be enhanced through lab
investigations that involve partner and group activities. Several processes are
ncorporated throughout the text including, problem solving, mathematical reasoning,
and making mathematical connections.

Impact Math incorporates content from algebra, number and operation, geometry, and
probability and statistics strands. Although most chapters emphasize particular strands,
the strands are connected and integrated throughout the course and program.




Major Performances of Understanding ( i.e. assessments, projects, etc.): Independent
assignments and assessments provide a variety of opportunities for students to
demonstrate their learning. Students will also be assessed on in-class Investigations,
homework for each investigation, and investigation wrap up with Share and Summarize
questions.

Grading Policy: Tests, quizzes, and the share and summarize questions are about 50%

of a student's grade. Homework, in-class investigations, and projects will contribute 30-

40% of a student's grade. Problem solving questions are between 10-20% of a student's
rade.

Homework Policy: Completing daily homework is expected. The feedback from home
activities is critical to student learning. However, if there are circumstances that do not
allow a student to complete an assignment your child will be allowed to make it up. |
am very flexible when it comes to homework and will work with children individually to
help them be successful in completing homework activities.
